_____ As a participant in the Paraprofessional Pipeline Program I am expected to complete an Associate of Arts degree in Math education within two years followed by participation in a two year alternative route program. 

_____ The maximum time allowed to complete BA Degree is two years; The 4th year must be in a Mentored Internship in a Washington State Public school classroom.

_____ I understand that I am required to pass the West –B & WEST-E Math prior to June 2011; and I must pass the West –E Special Education or ESL prior to June 2012.

_____ Completion of the program will result in Residency teacher certification with endorsements in secondary math and special education or English Language Learner.

 _____ As a participant in the program I am eligible to receive a conditional scholarship which can be forgiven in whole or in part for service as a certificated teacher employed in a Washington state K-12 public school. The state shall forgive one year of loan obligation for every two years I teach in a Washington state public school in a designated subject shortage area, meaning I must teach for eight years to avoid repayment.
